What a dog may be telling you

Et hol ogy, as defined by Websterds dictionary, 1is

Having a working knowledge of how dogs communiaze help keep you and yourgiocalm,
controlled, and safe.

As you begin learning about dog body language, pay attention to your overall first impression. Does the
dog appear tense or relaxed? A tense dog would be alert in appearance; sitting or standing tall with
muscles tense bubt rigid, with his ears forward. A relaxed dog would look soft, supple and curvy, with

a calm face and tail.

Does the dog appear aroused or submissive? An aroused dog would have his ears upward and forward,
his motion or body would be forward, his mesttense. If there is another dog there, he may be

towering over that dog. A dog can appear tense, and/or aroused. A friendly or submissive dog would
haveneutral(happy) ears, an easyoving(open) tail, bright eyes, lolling tongue, and open mouth

paning.

We canét ask a dog why heds afraid, or tell him t
a dogbs appearance. A fearful dog may have tense
dilated pupils, whale eye, tense face, avay be angled away from the source of his fear.

Turid Rugaas, a noted behaviorist from Norway, has identified a series of dog behavior that she has
termed ACal ming Signals. 0 What makes a particul a
offeredand returned. They are usedorevent things from happening. They are used to avoid threats.
Dogs use them toaim themselves down or calm someone else down. They are used to make friends.

Calming signals are some of the clearest dog languagadoThey areeasy to capture in pictures
because dogs often are a little stressed by the presence of a camera. Calming signals include, blinking,
licking lip or nose, raising a paw, bowing, scratching, shaking off, turning away, and even sneezing.

Oftenwe see the dog doing something seemingly inappropriate for the situaticsniffiey, or

scratching, or even wandering off. In the obedience ring, you can observe many dogsadixing

signals. Dogs will move slowly, lower their head, sniff, sdratr avoid eye contact. Handlers often
misinterpret this as disobedience rather than recognizing that the dog may be exhibiting signs of stress.
They may see the dog yawn, and believe him to be bored, when he may be anxious about the exercise. If



thedogis sniffing, the handler may assume the mats are dirty, but the dog could be trying to calm things
down.

To invite interaction with people or other animals, a dog may use distance decreasing signals. These

The posture is relaxed,
Polite dags avoid direct eye contact.

Dogs also displagmbivalence or conflict. They show both distance increasing and decreasing signals.
Theymoveforward, backward, forward, backward. They may just want toubef the situation.

into aggression. If the dog is showing forward motion with distance increasing signals, you might diffuse

the situation by doing several things: blitdgk away, turn away, and change your posture from forward

to neutral or een rock back.

You can reward your dog for using calming signals. Teach him to look away from a challenge, or a
di stracti on. Teach him a Afind ito cue that mean
not staring down, or challeimgy another dog. That will in turratm the other dog.

As you study the language of dogs, it is important to understand that nothing happens in a vacuum.

Arousal and aggression are not the same thimgt arousal can escalate to aggression. Therahwilys

Go to a shelter and observe dog
language. Even log onto YouTubedamatch videos of dogs (but turn off the sound). Observing is the

key to understanding dog language.
