The proper way to cook with dog hair—by Mary E. Wolley 

Do you remember the last time you had company for dinner and how embarrassed you were 
when you dug several dog hairs from your best gourmet effort? This is because there is a right 
and a wrong way to cook with dog hairs. 
 
First, we must remember each dish calls for a different variety. If you are unfortunate enough to 
own only one variety, I’m sure you can come up with a friend who will be willing to exchange the 
proper variety of hair with you or one could even send off an order for a rare variety as they are 
light and easy to mail. There are many dishes that are basic to most menus and these can always 
be spiced up with the buff variety. Which are especially useful when baking biscuits, pastries and 
yellow cakes. 
 
The black and tan hairs go well with fall dishes, thanksgiving turkey, mince or pumpkin pies or 
even yams. 
 
Black, of course is for your roasts, steaks, ribs and hearty dishes, including stews, which carry 
blacks well. 
 
Naturally chocolate will go well with most desserts, unless it is a very light Jell-O type dessert, 
then go back to the silver buff. 
 
If you are especially interested in foreign foods, most varieties can be used in Mexican, Japanese 
and Chinese cooking. In fact, any nationality food will accept most dog hairs without hurting the 
flavor. 
 
A good rule of thumb to remember which dog hairs go with which dish is—use them as you would 
a good wine—white wine and light hair with the delicate dishes, dark wine and dark hair with the 
more robust, heartier dishes. Use your dog hairs in good health! 
 
(Comment overheard at a dog show—one sure way to tell a real dog person, if we find a human 
hair in our food, we immediately say “Oh Yuck, I can’t eat that, it had a hair in it”. If it’s dog, we 
flick it out and go right on eating... think about it!)

Some Lessons Learned 
 
Everybody knows that having a secure fenced area for your dog is very important.  I am hoping 
that the following story might help someone avoid a tragedy in the future. Anyone who knows me 
well knows that I am very vigilant about making sure my dogs are secure at all times. The yard at 
my family's house where my dogs would be let outside over Christmas to exercise appeared to 
be secure. They have other (larger) dogs that are secure in that yard. However, four days after 
arriving for the holidays, I found out the hard way that my little Shelties could squeeze through 
very small openings under the fence that were hardly noticeable. 
 
The first time the dogs got out was in the morning on a day that I planned to be out shopping and 
traveling to visit relatives in another town until late afternoon or evening. I let the dogs out in the 
back yard for a short period of time right before I was planning to leave, and they were not in the 
yard when I tried to call them indoors. I was able to find them pretty quickly - they were a few 
blocks away, and on a fairly quiet residential street, but having lost the dogs at all was still scary. I 
left the dogs indoors in their crates when I left, and by telephone, I informed one of my family 
members (who had gone to work before the dogs got out that morning) of what had happened 
and asked her to make sure that she and her husband didn't let my dogs out in the back yard. 
I would take them outside when I got home.  
 
Even though she spoke to him on the phone, my family member failed to tell her husband not to 
let the dogs out, and he let the Shelties out into the back yard when he got home from work 
around 4:30. Kenzie, fortunately, could be captured in a neighbor's fenced back yard, but Cheri 
was running loose. She doesn't know the husband well and (like a typical Sheltie) she wouldn't 
come to him when he tried to call her. He lost sight of her. By the time I got the call that Cheri was 
lost, it was almost dark. Someone had told my family members that they had seen Cheri headed 
for the busy street. Nobody knew where she was. Cheri was lost, and I was about 20 minutes 
driving time away from where she was last seen. 
 
When I got to the approximate area where Cheri had last been seen, I got out and walked and 
called her for about an hour. It was horrible - it was cold and dark; I could see nothing. Across the 
busy street in the direction where she had been headed was a school with a large open field 
behind it and a drainage creek running alongside it. I was hoping that she was somewhere back 
there away from traffic. For almost an hour, I walked all over the school grounds and the 
residential streets surrounding the school, just calling and calling Cheri. I knew that she would 
come to me if she could find me--that gave me some hope. All of my family members were in the 
neighborhood across the busy street from where I was, looking for Cheri. We were on cell phones 
keeping track of each other. Nobody was having any luck. I was talking to my mom on the phone 
when all of a sudden Cheri popped into sight on the sidewalk alongside the busy street, only 
about 20 feet away from me, and she was coming straight towards me. Cheri had found me!!!  I 
was very relieved but I knew she was still in danger because the sidewalk was very close to the 
street and cars were going by. I tried to call Cheri away from the street, but I was unable to move 
off the sidewalk away from the street because of some construction equipment parked next to  
the sidewalk between where I was and the schoolyard. For some reason (she was probably 
scared) she ran off the sidewalk and out into the street, narrowly missing being hit by cars 
traveling both directions as she crossed the street. I thought she was going to be killed right there 
in front of me, but fortunately, the drivers of the cars managed to see her in the dark and they 
were able to stop. It was nothing short of a miracle. 
 
I was able to cross the street and get her to come to me, and she was wet. Evidently, Cheri had 
been in the drainage ditch. I was so happy that she was OK, though her little heart was just 
pounding--obviously she was scared. I happily hugged my wet, dirty, precious girl---she had been 
SUCH a good dog to have found me when I was unable to find her. Getting Cheri back safely was 
the best Christmas gift that I could have asked for. 
 
It was a happy ending, but I learned some valuable lessons. The first one is to REALLY inspect 
any yard that your dog is going to be left out in - I think in the case of this yard, leaves probably 
prevented me from seeing one of the places where the dogs could have got out. The second 
lesson is to tell ALL people who have access to your dog(s) yourself whether or not to let your 
dogs in and/or out or any other instructions. Don't rely on people to pass along your instructions 
to other people. I am also going to try to find a battery-operated spotlight to keep in the car, and 
hope that I never have to use it!!
