I had too many great patients in Colorado
where western medicine would get 75% of the way better, but owners wanted to get them completely
back and I found that by adding acupuncture to Western Medicine it gave those pets and their families the
best chance of being themselves again.

For the majority,
they love it; they will sleep (or eat) during the procedure. Some still jump up and down despite the
needles in place!
