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Recipes of the month, May and June:

Liver Dog Treats 
1 pound raw liver (any kind) blended into a paste 
1 egg 
1 cup flour 
½ cup corn meal (or flour) 
¼ teaspoon oregano 
¼ teaspoon brewers yeast (adds a nutty flavor) 
Mix well and bake at 350 for ½ hour for chewy treats, longer for crisper treats. 
 
Vegan Dog Treat 
9 cups whole-wheat flour 
1 cup nutritional yeast 
1tablespoon salt 
1tablespoon yeast extract 
Mix dry ingredients. Add approximately 3 cups water. Knead into a pliable dough. Roll out to 1/8” 
thickness. Cut into desired shapes. Bake for 10 – 15 minutes at 350. (Important” After turning off 
oven, leave biscuits in the oven overnight or for an 8 hour period so they become hard and 
crunchy.) 
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
