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From the Editor… 
 
Well, first of all let me apologize for my tardiness with this month’s 
PawPrints. July was one of those months that sneaks up on you, with 
the 1st on a Friday, so before you know it, the second Friday of the 
month is on your doorstep. Anyway, I have a good excuse aside from 
the calendar. I have been fighting tooth and nail the past two weeks, 
to maintain the right to own my dogs! 
 
That’s right… you read it correctly. I own American Staffordshire 
Terriers, a breed categorized as “pit bulls.” All of you that know me, 
and have met my dogs know they are very friendly, happy go lucky, 
affectionate dogs. However, a state legislator and a handful of 
communities in Oklahoma are currently considering banning all “pit 
bulls,” first at the local level but by 2006 statewide, because 
according to them, the breed is inherently dangerous. 
 
So, as editor of this newsletter, I’m going to take a little privilege 
here, and use this month’s editor’s column to talk about the issue of 
Breed-Specific Legislation (BSL). First, what would the proposed 
law do? It would ban the American Staffordshire Terrier, the 
American Pit Bull Terrier, the Staffordshire Bull Terrier, and any dog 
having the primary physical characteristics of these breeds- so 
basically any muscular dog, with a short coat and big head!  
 
There would be no exclusion for obedience trained dogs, Canine 
Good Citizens, Search & Rescue, or Therapy dogs. Regardless of your 
dog’s behavior, history, or temperament, he would be deemed 
“dangerous” according to the law.  From there, options could be 
either an all-out ban where dogs would be seized and euthanized, or 
they may opt to allow existing dogs but require every dog, even 
show dogs to be sterilized, and impose special restrictions such as 
“impenetrable fencing” and special liability insurance (which by the 
way, no company will issue because your dog has legally been 
declared “dangerous”).  
 
Now, you may be asking why you should care. Well hopefully the fact 
that a fellow dog owner and TDTC member is in trouble will be 
enough to make you take notice. But for those of you that own 
Doberman Pinchers, Rottweilers, Boxers, German Shepherds, Akitas,  
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Alaskan Malamutes, and Chow Chows, I have another reason: you’re 
next! Breed specific legislation affects us all, but the above breeds 
are generally the next targets behind “pit bulls.” If you are on this 
list, then I urge you, actually beg you to take action now! 
 
The American Kennel Club is clear in its opposition to breed specific 
legislation, as is the Humane Society of the United States and the 
American Veterinary Medical Association. The Oklahoma Veterinary 
Medical Association has already contacted the primary sponsor of this 
movement and urged him to listen to reason. He is unwilling. So it is 
up to dog owners to make their voices heard. If we want to keep our 
dogs, and continue to show them, love them, train them, etc… we 
must work to stop this madness. 
 
I am listing below the websites that contain contact information for 
the Edmond and Moore city councils (the two cities currently 
considering the issue), and our state legislative officials. The issue 
cannot be presented at the state level until February of 2006. But 
passage of a ban in these two Oklahoma City suburbs will set a 
dangerous precedent, showing lawmakers that Oklahomans are not 
concerned with this issue and are willing to look the other way while 
their rights are high jacked. Please write, call or email these 
people and tell them you oppose any law that targets a 
specific breed. It will only take a few minutes of your time, and will 
go a long way. What lawmakers need is to hear from responsible dog 
owners. What Oklahoma needs is enforcement of its generic 
dangerous dog statute. That is the only way to protect citizens 
from dangerous dogs of all breeds and types.

TDTC & Southern Agriculture to partner up: 

 
TDTC has approved a project to work in conjunction with 
Southern Agriculture on public education.  The event is Meet the 
Breed held Southern Agriculture, 91st & Delaware on September 
17, 2005.  The event date is in conjunction with AKC’s 
“Responsible Dog Owner” week and our event has now been 
approved by AKC and will be on their website. 
 
TDTC’s responsibility is to coordinate the breed exhibit for public 
education. We are asking for names of people who are 
knowledgeable of their breed.   
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We want people participating that are qualified to mentor the 
general public on: 
 

1.  Breed Standard -  
2. Grooming requirements –  
3. Living requirements -  
4. Health Concerns  
5. Etc…. 
 

We are going to start with the 7 groups (Sporting, Hound, 
Working, Terrier, Toy, Non-Sporting and Herding) then break it 
down to the top 5-7 breeds of each group. 
 
This project needs to provide education on ‘how to buy a puppy’ 
and the ‘right questions to ask a breeder’.  Hopefully, we can 
capture some of those “breeders” in our web of education (you 
know the people that own two fertile dogs and now categorize 
themselves as breeders). 
 
Ironic…but…while Sally and I were meeting with Jill on this 
project, a lady walked into the club wanting help with a 16wk old 
a cocker puppy purchased from a vendor on 71st Street.  The 
vendor travelled from KS to Tulsa’s 71st area to sell puppies for 
$300 each and the buyer still does not have the “registration” 
papers nor receives mentoring from the breeder.  The purchase 
was based on emotion without a thought of asking the breeder 
about health clearances on the stud/bitch, pedigree line, 
championships (which identifies the dog as meeting the breed 
standard), or temperament test of the litter and of course was not 
able to meet the parents or view the facility.  As a matter of fact, 
even though she had owned a cocker for 15yrs she did not know 
the ‘right’ questions to ask in order to avoid the scam of the 
backyard breeder/puppy miller.  Every $300 puppy sold only funds 
the next breeding for those people who own 2 fertile dogs. 
 
As we all know, there are now numerous registrations…you can 
start a registration yourself…so the buyer did not ask if it was AKC 
registration…just that the puppy was registered…another common 
web of deception.   
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Wouldn’t it be wonderful if we all had the time to spend each 
Saturday on 71st giving the ‘right questions to ask’ on a huge 
billboard.  I don’t and you don’t…so let’s get involved with the 
project of Meet the Breed and if we can educate just 10 people 
and they can educate 10 of their friends we have made a huge 
step in the right direction.  
 
If you don’t feel qualified…give us a name of someone you know 
that can meet these expectations and we will follow up with them. 
 
Rescue is over-run and those of you that teach beginners or 
puppy classes, do rescue work, are employed in the veterinary 
field, or just the average animal lover that does not view dogs as 
livestock, have been around those people that don’t have a clue 
what their dog was bred to do.   
 
For instance, the bullmastiff was originally bred to work as a night 
watchdog to guard estates against the poacher and the poacher’s 
dog called a “lurcher” (a cross between the greyhound and the 
shepherd).  The bullmastiff was to down the lurcher then pin and 
hold the poacher until his master arrived.  The bullmastiff can still 
do its job –it can lie in wait and react when needed as a swift and 
agile animal but, with limited stamina – it is still a very pure 
breed…but today they do not guard estates but lie in their recliner 
guarding their family and home…but not for long if we don’t 
participate and try our best to educate so as to stop the ‘filling of 
pockets’ of people owning those two fertile dogs.  The Cocker, 
Rottweiler, Golden, Dalmation and many other breeds have all 
suffered the consequences of this insane random breeding. 
 
This is our opportunity to represent TDTC to the general public 
and the media so let’s do the project and make a difference.
