Jill and Peggy both 
mentioned it this month, but do you really know what it is?  
 
“CGC” stands for Canine Good Citizen. The CGC program is offered by 
the AKC to promote responsible dog ownership. A dog that is certified as 
a “CGC” has proven s/he has the basic manners and overall good 
temperament that are necessary for our dogs to be good members of 
society.  The CGC is not a “title”. It is however an award that recognizes 
the hard work put into responsibly raising, training and socializing a dog. 
Any dog- purebred or mix- can take the CGC test and earn this award.  
 
TDTC usually offers two tests per year. Other clubs and organizations in 
Tulsa may offer CGC’s as well. The test is comprised of several “task” 
like walking on a leash and sitting politely for petting. A dog that can 
pass a TDTC beginners class, and has a stable temperament can easily 
pass the CGC.

What Bob Sullivan's answer was to: "Why obedience".  
 
For those of you who didn't know Bob, he trained & showed 
dogs in obedience for over 50 years. Quote: My answer to such a 
question is that it should be obvious that a dog should have 
Obedience Training. It has nothing to do with whether you 
plan to show him or not. We have many mixed breed dogs in 
our training classes & they cannot be shown. (Bob was a 
member of Companion Dog School). Obedience training, like 
going to school, develops the dog’s ability to accept discipline. 
This will make the dog a better companion & member of our 
society. A well-trained dog is less likely to run off, to bite 
without cause & reduce unnecessary barking, digging & 
chewing which are common in young, untrained dogs. If one 
is interested in breeding, you should show in both 
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conformation & obedience as this will help evaluate how well 
the dog conforms to the breed standard as well as to measure 
the dog's temperament & his ability & willingness to work for 
you. After all, we should be interested in the total dog, not just 
one that is beautiful or is obedient & easily trained. –
