I know that many Junior "newbies" come through the club each session and many 
inquire as to how to get started in the world of dogs.  I was there once too not too long 
ago and was glad to have instructors and friends help me begin.  So I am here to offer 
my advice. 
 
First there are two main venues that I compete in that offer it all: AKC (American Kennel 
Club) and UKC (United Kennel Club).  Of course most of you juniors probably know this 
already!  My first piece of advice is to register yourselves as an AKC/UKC junior handler 
BEFORE you go to your first show.  I have learned the hard way that AKC doesn't have 
proof I showed Aubrie to her CD by myself because I wasn't a registered junior handler 
when she received her first leg.  You will soon learn that your junior number(s) is/are as 
important as your dog's registration number(s). 
 
So how do you obtain a number?  It's really easy!  For AKC go to this website and fill out 
the form: http://www.akc.org/kids_juniors/jrnoform.cfm. 
For UKC it's similar.  First go to ukcdogs.com.  Next click on the "Kids" tab.  Then scroll 
down the page until you find "UKC Junior" picture and click on it.  Download the form, fill 
it out, and send it in.  In both venues it's fast, easy, and free to obtain and number. 
 
What are the requirements for a junior handler?  The handler must be 9-18 years old 
and must OWN or co-own the dog they handle.  Or, the junior can handle a dog 
belonging to his/her father, mother, sister, brother, grandmother, grandfather, etc. 
 
What about the dog?  For AKC, they allow any purebred dog that is eligible to compete 
in performance events (obedience, agility, etc.).  The dog may be intact or fixed and 
must be registered with the AKC under full, limited, or ILP registration.  FYI:  this applies 
to all performance events and junior showmanship NOT conformation.  In UKC, you can 
compete with any registered purebred (recognized by the UKC) or mixed-breed dog. 
 
What can you compete in?  As a junior handler, you may compete in obedience, rally, 
agility, hunting, tracking, herding, junior showmanship, etc.  The possibilities are 
endless! 
 
Also, UKC has the Total Junior Program.  Every time you compete as a junior handler, 
qualify, place, and/or win "Top Scoring Junior Handler" you receive junior points.  Points 
are calculated at the end of each year and the top ten juniors in each region for each 
area of competition are invited to Kalamazoo, MI for the Top Junior Handler Competition 
in the following summer.  It's the biggest show for UKC!  We are in Region 4 and two 
junior members of our club are ranked, including me, for this year. 
 
Junior Programs are great because they encourage the youth of the dog show world to 
get involved in many different ways.  Juniors can compete with kids their age in Junior 
Showmanship and make tons of new friends.  Also, many entry fees are reduced if you 
are a registered junior handler (especially for UKC). 
 
We need more juniors to get involved in this sport as we truly are its future.  Don't wait, 
register today.  Teresa Ruedy and I are looking for more competition!

Have you been searching the internet for the perfect breeder from which to buy your perfect pooch?

Your response is going to be "but 
those are just mutts, these are BREED to be just this way and look and act just like this. It's not the same!"  

My response? When people were asked to pick out designer dogs from rescue dogs 9 out of 10 couldn’t pick 
the ones from the breeder. And if you're shocked by the results... think once more about buying from that 
breeder, and give the dogs at your nearby shelter another chance at life.

WARNING!  

Have you received an email similar to the following? If so listen up xylitol is a danger. To verify this go 
to  (http://www.snopes.com/critters/crusader/xylitol.asp)  and see for yourself.  

Warning to all dog owners – pass this on to everyone you can. Last Friday evening, I arrived home 
from work, fed Chloe, our 24 lb. Dachshund, just as I normally do. Ten minutes later I walked into the 
den just in time so see her head inside the pocket of my purse. She had a guilty look on her face, so I 
looked closer and saw a small package of sugar-free gum. It contained xylitol. I remembered that I had 
recently read that sugar-free gum can be deadly for dogs so I jumped online and looked to see if xylitol 
was the ingredient.  The first website I found said it was the one. Next, I called our vet. She said to 
bring her in immediately. Unfortunately, it was still rush hour and it took me almost half an hour to get 
there. Meanwhile, since this was her first case, our vet found another website to figure out the 
treatment. She took Chloe and said they would induce her to vomit, give her a charcoal drink to absorb 
the toxin (even though they don’t think it works) then they would start an iv with dextrose. The xylitol 
causes dogs to secrete insulin so their blood sugar drops very quickly. The second thing that happens 
is liver failure. If that happens, even with aggressive treatment, it can be difficult to save them. She told 
us she would call us. Almost two hours later, the vet called and said the contents of her stomach 
contained 2-3 gum wrappers and  her blood sugar had dropped from 90 to 59 in 30 minutes. She 
wanted us to take Chloe to another hospital that has a critical care unit operating around the clock. We 
picked her up and took her there. They had us call the ASPCA poison control for a case number and 
for a donation their doctors would direct Chloe’s doctor on treatment. They would continue the iv, 
monitor her blood every other hour and then in 2 days test her liver function. She ended up with a 
central line in her jugular vein since the one in her leg collapsed, just as our regular vet had feared. 
Chloe spent almost the entire weekend in the critical care hospital. After her blood sugar was 
stabilized, they ran all the test again before they released her and so far, no sign of liver damage. Had 
I not seen her head in the purse, she probably would have died and we wouldn’t even had known why.  
Three vets told me this weekend, that they were amazed that I even knew about it since they are first 
learning about it too. Please tell everyone you know about xylitol and dogs. It may save another life.
