Cheri and Kenzie and | had a couple of great weekends doing UKC agility trialsin July and
August. | entered each of theminonly 1 trial per day out of each 4 trial weekend, and, even at
that, they did very well. It seemed to help that they were not competing against each other.

At Companion's July trial, Cheri qualified in 5 of her 6 runs, and al her qualifying scores were
200's and 199's. She also won afirst, a second, athird and two fourth places. Kenzie had a
"perfect” weekend with all 200's, winning 4 firsts, 2 seconds, two High Combineds, one High in
Trial, and one High with an Additional Title. Kenzie and | were fortunate to again win the
Richard Stanfield Memorial Trophy for the highest scores/fastest timesin AGI, Il and Il ina
singletrial over the course of the entire weekend. She has just been the most awesome dog--I
really think she was born knowing how to do agility. Cheri got her UGRACH3 title that weekend
and Kenzie got her UGRACHA4 title.

The August UKC agility trial at TDTC was another successful weekend for us. It marked the 3
year anniversary of Kenzie's agility debut, and Kenzie did well, winning High Combined and
High with an Additional Title on Saturday, qualifyingin 5 out of 6 runs, with 4 200's and a 199,
getting three first places and 2 second places. But the high point of the weekend for me was
Cheri winning High Combined on Saturday. It was the first time she had ever won anything like
that, and at 11 years old and with a hearing problem, | was quite impressed with her to be able to
do that, especialy since the courses were very difficult. It took me afew minutes to realize that
the ribbon awarded was for Cheri, as| am so used to Kenzie winning al the big ribbons in our
family. In addition to that, Cheri qualified in 4 out of 6 runs with 3 200's and a 194, and won 2
seconds and athird place.

Y esterday, there was a package wrapped in gold paper on our front porch addressed, 'To
Meredith' in an unfamiliar hand. Meredith opened it. Inside was a book by Mr. Rogers called,
'When aPet Dies..' Taped to the inside front cover was the letter we had written to God inits
opened envelope. On the opposite page was the picture of Abbey & Meredith and this note:



Dear Meredith,

Abbey arrived safely in heaven.

Having the picture was a big help. | recognized Abbey right away.

Abbey isn't sick anymore. Her spirit is here with mejust like it stays in your heart. Abbey loved
being your dog. Since we don't need our bodiesin heaven, | don't have any pockets to keep your
picturein, so | am sending it back to you in thislittle book for you to keep and have something to
remember Abbey by.

Thank you for the beautiful letter and thank your mother for helping you write it and sending it
to me. What awonderful mother you have. | picked her especidly for you.

| send my blessings every day and remember that | love you very much.

By the way, I'm easy to find, | am wherever thereislove.
